Join writer Ariella Van Luyn and archaeologist Shelley Greer to walk amongst the headstones at West End cemetery. Hear and write stories from Townsville’s past.
 
This session offers hands-on ways to use research, imagination and empathy to engage students with local history, and to think about how the past lives on in the present. The tour will focus on voices that are often marginalised or silenced in the historical record because of race, culture, or gender. Hearing and writing these stories invites you and your students to think about the gaps and silences in the historical record, as well as ways the past is constructed, and the implications of such representations.
 
Dr Shelley Greer has strong interest in the heritage of the community of North Queensland. She has actively participated in community events that celebrate heritage such as the Townsville City Council Heritage Day. She was also on the Board of the Jezzine Barracks Community Trust, particularly in relation to her expertise in heritage. She has participated in the Trust’s Indigenous Sub-Committee which has been responsible for developing Aboriginal and Traditional Owner heritage and interpretation within the Trust Area. Shelley is also on the Townsville City Council Heritage Advisory Board.  
Jane Ryder completed her Bachelor of Arts with First Class Honours in History at James Cook University in 2015. Jane’s thesis was an oral history of the North Queensland Army Band, and she has developed a research interest in cultural military history as a result. Jane is currently involved with a number of local history projects including recording the oral history of a WWII RAAF Veteran with the Townsville RSL, and researching the Stuart Migrant Camp, among others. Jane has been delivering heritage tours of West End Cemetery for 7 years with the Townsville City Council's annual Heritage Day. 
Dr Ariella Van Luyn is a creative writer, teacher and researcher. Her historical novel, Treading Air, is based on the little-known, true story of woman who lived in Townsville in the 1920s, and draws attention to the ways power structures can shape womens’ lives. She draws on her own writing practice in her teaching and research methods. Don’t forget a notebook to write in.
